


Definitions and Notes

Whitworth's Special Cohort - The group of students who began during the academic year indicated. AYC15 indicates students who began
as students at Whitworth for the first time during the 2015-16 academic year, whether full-time or part-time. This is not the "federal
cohort" required for federal reporting as we do not have incoming first-time, full-time students in our School of Continuing Studies or
graduate programs.

Comparison Schools - We are unable to provide comparison school data, because it is not available to us. Schools do not report their
continuing studies or graduate students by cohorts.

First-Generation Student - A person for whom neither parent has a baccalaureate degree. Whitworth is unable to disaggregate at this
level, because the data is not consistently collected for our School of Continuing Studies or graduate students.

Graduation Rate - The percent of students in a cohort who graduated from Whitworth University as of Summer 2024. It is usually tracked
for those who finish in four years or six years, however, those time periods are irrelevant for the students included in this report, so we
are simply reporting the percent of those who graduated within Whitworth's special cohorts. As cohorts get closer to our present time s r
